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HISTORY OF OX5 AVIATION PIONEERS

In June of 1855 Charlie Carroll, then operator of the Lairobe,
Pennsylvania Airport, appesred before the Aero Club of Pittsburgh.
He approached Clifford Ball, then Manager of Greater Pittsburgh
Airport and President of the Aero Club, after the meeting and
suggested they arrange a rally for OX5 pilots.

The purpose of the meeting was to round up old time
Pennsylvania aviation people, and to honor them for the part they
played in laying the foundation of the aviation industry as we
know it today.

Cliff Ball agreed to spearhead the project, which was, at thatl
time, not expected to be more than of local interest.

Charlie Carroll welcomed the opportunity to host the aviation
pioneers and a meeting was arranged at Latrche Airport, with a
luneheon, banguet and lodging made available at the Mission Inn.

Word of the rally began to spread. Renlizing thai there might
be a need for a record of those who attended in case another
get-together might be desired, CIiff Ball had some temporary forros
run off in the office before he left for Latrobe.

Temporary officers were selected at Latrobe until a formal
election ecould be held. Buss Brinkley was appointed President,
Clifford Ball was appointed Secretury and Charlie Carroll was
appointed Treasurer.

When the affafr was aver 87 persons had signed the application
form, and 20 more had signed the form and mailed them in, with
a total of 107 to form the nucleus of the OX5 Cluk. At that time
the OX5 Club of America came into existence and the parent club
became the OX5 Club of Pennsylvania.

Word of the OX5 Ciub began tn spread like wildfire, By the
end of 1956, the iotal membership was 990, bv the end of 1957
3258 more applications were received, bringing the total member~
ship up to 4249 the largest growth in any one vear of the Club’s
existence. Membership also spread {o several fareign countries. To
date we have enrolled over 12,000 members,

Wing charters were issued with the District of Columbia
receiving Charter 1, Virginia, Charter #2, Californis, Charter #3 and
Floride, Charter #4. By the end of 1857, twenty~two wings had been
chartered.

On May 15, 1971, the OX5 Aviation Ploneers Hall of Fame was
inaugurated. A long fime dream of Johnny Evans of Pennsylvania,
and one of the founding members, the Hall of Fame was made an
important part of the OX5 Aviation Pioneers by then President,
Karl E. Voelter of Florida. Since then 150 distinguished aviation
people who have contributed significanily to the progress, growth,
or safety of aviation on a national scale have been honored for
their exploits, The Hall of Fame hag attracted attention throughent
the worid and has contributed immeasurably io the prestige and
prominence of the OX5 Aviation Ploneers.

In addifion, the OX5 Aviation Pioneers conduct an Awsgrds
Program which alse pays tribute to outstanding contributions of
its members.

Each year a mnational reunion of OX5 Aviation Pioneers is
hosted by one of the Wings in the organization. The reunions
aitraet much attention zs many members from gzl parts of the
counfry gather to renew old acquaintances and relive the golden
days of yore.



“THE 0X5—GRANDDADDY OF AVIATION ENGINES”

The first aero engine of any major significance was the
four cylinder water cooled flat monstrosity used by the Wright
Brothers in 1903 to power the immortal Wright Fiyer biplane,
That engine, which was built by the brothers Wilbur and
Orville, weighed nearly 200 pounds and developed a doubtiul
12 horsepower—under ideal conditions!

Although Wilbur and Orville built a better engine by 1908
when they sold the U.S. Army Signal Corps their first air-
plane which was powered with a four cylinder Wright engine
that developed somewhcre in the neighborhood of 45 horse-
power, engine development in the United States and in Huro-
pean countries lagged a bit until 1912 when Glenn Curtiss and
Henry Krickler devcloped the first Model “0” water cooled
V-8 engine. This engine was later given an experimental status
when the Army asked for an engine to power the thousands
of irainers that would be used in the war effort. Known as
the “OX” model the engine went thru a long develepment
period, and in 1914 was accepted by the Army as the OX5—
the fifth engine in the development program! 90 Horsepower
at 1400 RPM’s.

Later, when the U.S, Navy asked for a reliable engine
that would produce at least 100 horsepower, Curtiss and
Krickler gave them the OXXS6, basically an OX5 with dual
ignition!

FOURTHE: The amendments to the Articles of Incorporation con-
tained herein were adopted by a majority vote of all memboers of
the corporation present and entitled to veote at a meeting of the

FIFTIL: The following resohution of amendment to the Articles
of Incorporation of the corporation has been approved by a majority
vote of the members present and entitled to vole at a meeting of
members of the corporation:

fgsorvep: The Articles of Incorporation of the OX5 Club of
America shall be amended as follows:

(1) The name of the corporation shall be QX35 Aviation
Pioneers.

ARTICLE }
Name

The name of the Corporation shall be 0X5 AVIATION PIONEERS.
Its headquarters office is Jocated at 605 Allegheny Building, 429
Forhes Awvenue, Pittsburgh, County of Allegheny, Pennsylvania,
15219,

ARTICLE 1}
Seal

The seal shall he circular in form with the words OX5 AvIaTION
ProNeErs inscribed thereon with a marginal band around the edge
with these words on that band, “Organized 19557

ARTICLE I
Purpose

The 0X5 Aviation Pioneers is organized exclusively for the fol-
lowing educational and scientific pwposes:

(1) To compile and record in detzil the historical and educa-
tional history of the development of air fransportation.

(2) 'To perpctuate the memory of pioheer airmen and their
great gacrifices, their acvomplishments and contributions to the
development of c¢ivil aviation and to do honor f{o all who pioneer
in aviation, especially to (i) the thousands of piloits who learned
to fly and opcrationally flew aireraft powered by the OX5 engine
and (i} persons who owned, werp associated with, or who par-
ticipated in the design, construction, repair and maintenance of
OX5 powered alrcraft prior to December 31, 1940

(3) To support projects and programs designed to increase safety
and efficiency in the use of aireraff.

(4) To publish hiztorical resumes and other information consis-
tent with the educational objective.

(5) To encourage the establishment and operation of aviation
museums and the colleclion of aviation memorabilia particularly of
the 1320-1940 era,

{8) To establish and maintain suitable ways of recognizing and
honering the names and achievements of aviation pioneers.

{7) No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall
be the corrying on of propagunda, or otherwise attempting to influ-
ence legislation, and the Corporaiion shall not participate in, or
intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements)
any political campaign on hehalf of any candidate for public office.
In the event of dissolution of this Corporation, the assets shall
he distributed only tfo organizations that enjoy exempt status in
accordance with the provigions of 501 (¢} (3) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954.
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ARTICLE Vv
Membership

SecrioN 1. Membership will be extended to (a) persens who
prior to December 31, 1940 (i} have flown an QX5 powered aircraft
or (ii) have owned an OX5 powered aireraft, or (iii) actively and
directly participated in the design, construction, repair, maintenanee,
or operation of OX5 powered aircraft.

SzcrioN 2. Each candidate for membership shall submit an ap-
plication upon a form prepared for thai purpose which must hear
the candidate’s signature and signature of two current momperg as
sponsors together with reliable evidence of the applicant’s quali-
fications for maembershin,

SEcTION 3. All membership applications shall be forwarded to
the National Scorctary who may act on such applicofions or may
submit the zpplications to the National Board of Gowvernors Tor final
action.

SECTICN 4. The mempership year shall be from January 1 to
December 31.

Srcerow 5. Membership ghall be classified az follows:

{4) Regular Membership consisting of members who maintain
full rights and privileges by paying annual dues and fees as pre-
scribed by the Board of Governors.

Secrrow 6. Members may elect an affiliation with the Wings of
their choice or may remain unaffiliated if they so desire. TUnless
g declarafion of affiliation or non-affiliation is filed 'with Nztional
Headgquarters, a member will be considered affiliated with the
Wing where he maintaing his residence.

ARTICLE V
Membership Meaetings

Srerrow 1. A meeting of the membership shall be held annually
hetween August 15 and September 13 unless the National Board of
Governors determines that an earlier or later date is in the best
interests of the Corporation.

gperrow 1. The management and control over the Corporation’s
affairs, funds and property shall be vested solely in the National
Board of Governors. The National Board of Governors shall have
the power to receive and collect dueg and to accepi contributions
and acquire, hold, take by gift, devise, bequesf, or purchase any
propetrty, either real or personal, and invest its funds therein, It
may sell any such property and create obligations in the interests
of the Corporation. All income or increase from whatever source
derived shall be used exclusively 1o promoefe the educational,
historical and scientific purposes for which the Corporation Is
organized. The National Board of Governors is authorized to prom-
ulgate and enforce such rules and regulations as may be hecessary
te accomplish the objectives ¢f the Corporation,

Segerion 2. The National Bosrd of Governors chall congist of
fifteen (15) members elected by a general ballot of the members
in good standing. Each CGovernor will be clected for a term of
three (3) years and no more than one (1) National Governor may
bhe elected from any one (1) state.

SretIoN 3. No elected National Governor shall serve more than
two (2) consecutive three (3) year terms as a governor (six years).

Sgerion 4. Any National Governor who fails to attend two (2)
congecutive annnual meetings shall be automatically removed from
the Board of Governors, except that the Board of Governors may
upon good cause excuse such failure to ationd.

SEeTIoN 5. Upon the death, disability, resignation, or removal
of a National Governor, the National Board of Governors sghall
select from the most recemt ballot or from the general membership
and appoint a successor 10 gerve the balance of the term. Next
highest nomines on the most recent ballot, if any, should be given
first consideration.

SrerioN 6. Meetings of the Board of Governors muy be held at
any time on call of the President or Secretary of the Corporation
and shall he called by the Secretary on a written request of any
five (5) CGovernors.

SeetioN 7. Twelve (12) of the fifteen (15) Governors serving
on the Board of Governors zhall constitute a guorum at any meet-
ing and ten (10) affirmalive votes cast at the mceting shall be
necessary to pass any motion.

Wings may be chartered by the INational President
with the approval of the National Board of Governors in ahy area
within the United States or in any foreign country.

SecTioN 3. A Wing may be chartered in any prescribed ares
when application for such Charter carries the signature of not less
than ten (10) current members residing in that area and provided
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the signatures comprise not less than one-half (1/2) of the cur-
rent members residing in that area. Prescribed area referred to
in this paragraph means an area of sufficient radius around the
base of the proposed new Wing to contain a minimum of twenty
{20) OX5 members.

SperioN 4. The By-Laws of Chartered Wings shall include the
standard provisions prescribed by the National Board of Governors
and such additional provisions submitted by Wings as are found io
be in consonance with By-Laws of the OX5 Aviation Pioneers and
are approved by the National Board of Governors, Revisions or
amendments to a2 Wing By-Law sre invalid unless approved by
the National Board of Governors.

Srerron 5. Rach chartered Wing shall have a Board of Governors,
generally consisting of nine (9) members, which include the Wing
officers. Some of the larger Wings may, at their option, choose to
have fifteen (15} Board Members.

ARTICLE X
Dues

Secrion 1. Dues shall be charged to membership in accordance
with rates set at the discretion of the Naticnal Board of Governors.

Sectror 2. In the sbsence of the required number of member-
ship meetings, the Wing will lose its privilege to nominate anyone
for awards. Wing refunds will be discontinued until the Wing holds
the required number of meetings in a calendar vear.

SECTIoN 3. At any business meeting of the Wing, the order of
business shall be as published in the notice covering the meeting or
as determined by & majority vote of those present.

SECTION 4. Vucancies on the Board from whatever cause will
be filled by vote of the remaining members of the Board and such
appointments will terminate concurrent with the announcement of
the succeeding election resulfs.

BRTICLE V
Wing Board

Dues and Assessments

No dues or assessments may be made which affect the rights
and privileges of any member of the OX5 Aviation Ploneers or that
will affect his right of free and full affiliation with the Wing.
