ROM the first, All American has envisioned
the adaptation of the Air Pick-Up to multi-
engine passenger plames which would be oper-
ated over short routes to many intermediate points
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making stops only where necessary to load or dis-
charge passengers and providing service to other
places by Air Pick-Up. Technically, this operation
is entirely feasible. Pick-Up planes have carried
scores of Government officials, members of the
press and others as passengers on regular trips and
without exception they have afterward expressed
the belief that combination Pick-Up and passenger
service is both practical and safe. Such an opera-
tion would provide air service to many more
places on local and short-haul routes than would
be possible if a landing were necessary at each
station. :
