Office, and drives to the station site. He rigs a
portable station for the pick-up. Over a company
radio in his car he receives complete information
on the operation of the flight, either from the com-
pany’s radio towers or direct from the plane.
The Pick-Up station is set up in about two min-
utes. The Pick-Up plane comes in. It swoops over
the station, drops a cargo container and picks up
an %pmg container. In a few seconds the plane
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is out-of sight, headed for another pick-up.

A few minutes later, usually in less time than
the messenger can store his station equipment and
return to the Post Office and express agency, the
Pick-Up plane is at the next station.

Note in the panorama that the Pick-Up plane
swings far to the left and right of a direct course.
On the ground this would mean extra hours of
travel. By air, it is a matter of minutes.
