HE ever-increasing speed and size of the mod-

ern transport plane has imposed a serious limi-
tation on the expansion of the domestic airline
system.

The reasons are simple: High speed cannot be
fully utilized where stops are frequent and its oper-
ation requires big, expensive airports which few
cities can afford.

That is why the domestic airline system, although
it spans the nation, serves only 315 cities and a little
more than a quarter of our population.

This deficiency in air transportation is overcome
by Air Pick-Up.

Air Pick-Up provides direct connection between
the major air terminals and off-line points, bridging
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the gap which makes air service almost mean
less to most cities and towns.

Air Pick-Up lines are strictly “feeder” lines. ']
function in a sphere where a conventional ai
could not operate. They do not compete with
trunk lines. Rather, they extend the scope of tr
line service and feed them additional traffic 1
new and potentially rich territory.
